Summary of Duties:

As an Ad-hoc support volunteer you may be required to support with various activities and help promote independence to people living with a visual impairment and promote the Beacon Centre. This may be during the weekend and evenings and covering holiday for our regular departmental volunteers. 
Activities for an Ad-hoc volunteer can range from:

· Assisting with events (e.g. Christmas events and general fundraisers)
· Fundraising (planning, activities running up to the fundraising events, marketing etc.)
· Day Centre Support (assisting with various activities such as cooking, crafts, social and exercise sessions)
· Trips (Day centre trips out throughout the year)
· Community Support (support with activities in the community e.g. sports, meals etc.) 
The Role:

Good communication skills and an outgoing and friendly approachable manner are essential, as are reliability and a commitment to confidentiality. 

As a support volunteer you will gain experience of working with visually impaired people.

A DBS disclosure is a requirement for this role.
