· Visit local shops and businesses to collect full collection boxes, and deliver back to the Centre.

· Find more sites for our collection boxes

Our boxes already raise vital funds in the local community across the Black Country and with your help we want to increase our impact in the area. 

The role will involve getting out and about in your local community, making contact with local shops, pubs and businesses, telling them about the work of the Beacon and asking if they can place our boxes near the tills. 

Every few months the box will then need to be collected, returned to Beacon where it will be counted and banked.  

This role can be fitted around your existing commitments.
 
The Collection Box volunteer role will require some flexibility as some collections may take place in evenings

All mileage costs will be covered by Beacon
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A DBS check will be required for this role
